Definitions of some of the threats where definitions might not be clear or particularly shark related:
1.1 

= land reclamation

= expanding human population that causes habitat degradation

2.4.1 or 2.4.2 = Mangrove destruction for shrimp farming specifically depending on scale with ecosystem conversion
5.4.1 

= small scale/subsistence intentional fishery – not based on the impact of the fishery

= aquarium trade

5.4.2 = large scale/commercial intentional fishery – size of fishery not impact

5.4.3 

= smale scale/subsistence unintentional fishery

= small scale cyanide/dynamite fishing with the stress of ecosystem degradation

5.4.4 

= large scale/commercial unintentional fishery

= large scale cyanide/dynamite fishing with the stress of ecosystem degradation

5.4.5 = shark nets

NOTE: Intentional fisheries were defined as those that targeted, at the highest level, a family (for example Rhincobatidae, angel sharks) down to species level. NOT elasmobranch or skate fishery. We asked ourselves if the fishery goes out to specifically target a species, or does it adjust its fishing tactics to catch the species?

NOTE: unintentional fishery – all other fishing whether discarded or not – not just bycatch

Conservation Actions

Definitions of conservation actions where definitions might not be clear or particularly shark related:

1.1 = MPAs

2.1 = paper park – the MPA has already been set up but implementation of the MPA is required (see text in Salafsky paper)

2.3 = coral reef restoration, mangrove replanting, modify land use policy (logging and sedimentation), dam removal, cleaning up oil spills

3.1.1. = any species that would benefit from harvest management or fishing effort controls

3.1.2 = trade regulations of specific populations, non CITES trade regulations, aquarium trade regulations

4.2 = species in the fin trade, shark netting

5.1.1 = CITES – a more general international agreement (than 3.1.2) for the species itself or a group of species (hammerheads for example)

5.3 = Marine Aquarium Council, Marine Stewardship Council

5.4.1 and 5.4.2 – if it has CITES protection it would require this
